The United States Public Health
Service hospital here was 'pos-
sibly, the first of its kind in the
world.” according to Asst. Surgeon
Gen.!R. C. Williams of the USPHS
in Washington. -

Dr, Williams, who spoke Friglay
night ‘at a dinner commemorating
the 15th anniversary of the hosoi-
tal, kaid the institution was the
“first hospital in the United States
for narcotics addicts."

The hospital has done important
work In the 5tudy of narcotics ad-
diction, he said. It has tested a
number of narcotics to determine
their, addicting qualities and has
emphasized the addict's physical
dependence on narcotics.

Dr. Williams said the psychiatric
aide ‘program at the hospital was
of primary importance. Through
this program attendants are train-

Dr. Williams represented Sur-
geon. General L. A. Scheele of the
USPHS who is in Europe.

Since the hospital opened in 1935,
a total of 14,147 patients has been
admitted for treatment. Dr. Victor
H. Vogel, medical officer in charge,
said., Dr. Vogel, who traced the
hospital's history, said the staff
now ‘numpers 520 and the patient
population 1,440,

Dri Vogel, who was a staff psy-
chiatrist at the hospital when it
opened, paid tribute to the 56 staff
members who have been at the
hospltal since it opened, and to the
medical men who first served at
the institution. He is the only
member of the original medical
statf now serving at the hospital.
